serving at ports in Malaysia at IBU PEJABAT LAUT MALAYSIA  on the 17th August 

2023 @ 1430h, which was chaired by TS Dr. JULYUS MELVIN MOBILIK, The 

Director of Shipping and Seafarers Development Division, Jabatan Laut 

Malaysia. 

 

Agenda of the meeting was to discuss and seek resolution from JLM for POAC affected 

with the requirement imposed by JLM in a correspondence ref IPL/BPPP/2418-(7) 

Dated 19th May 2021 who holds Class 3 COC WKO 500 GRT, for which under the 

new requirement ALL POAC as by 31 December 2023 must have at least COC Chief 

Mate 3000 GT or more Unlimited Voyage. 

 

The Chairman, in principle had concluded the followings in the meeting: 

1. POAC with license issued in year 2017 may continue to execute his duty as 

POAC without having to upgrade his COC; but affected POAC must submit 

their assignment records to MPM via email to secretariat@mpmhq.org.my for 

reassessment by JLM. POAC may need to attend short courses as determined 

by JLM.  

 

2. POAC who received the license from JLM after the year 2017 will need to 

upgrade his COC to Chief Mate 3000 GT or more Unlimited Voyage in a 

specially designed course – A1MATE (Hybrid) by ALAM  which was also 

approved by JLM. Please make your enrolment here 

https://forms.gle/8JReFekSSiMnsRmr7 urgently.
